Annual / Direct Scholarships

• A scholarship given once a year or created for one time giving.

• Palau Women’s Club

Hybrid Scholarships

• A scholarship where a portion of donated funds are invested, and earnings 

accumulated.

• Donors have the option of awarding the scholarship with the earnings or 

wait until the fund builds.

• Scholarship availability depends on earnings and the donor.

Endowed Scholarships

• Donated funds are invested and held for 3 years

• Scholarships are awarded on the 4th year dependent on accumulated 

earnings

• Subsequent awards are funded by annual investment earning.

Who is on the Selection Committee?

• The Donor or Donor Family Representative

• A representative from CLASS, CNAS, SBPA, SOH, SOE, SENG, EMSS

• Any other individual or organization as requested by the donor

• Only completed application will be submitted for the selection process.

• UOGEF arranges and sorts applications. Follow up calls/emails for 

incomplete applications will be made up to 3x before deeming the 

application incomplete during the deadline date.
